Overview

Informed patients and educated health care

consumers are at the heart of NCCS’s agenda. From

NCCS’s early days as a peer-support organization,

we have evolved into a premiere Washington-based

advocacy organization with hard-earned access to the

highest levels of federal policy-making. NCCS gained

this access and a “can do” reputation on Capitol Hill

by advocating for and encouraging thoughtful and

responsible policies to significantly improve the lives

of people with cancer and their families.

NCCS takes on tough issues and advocates for

systemic changes in how the nation researches,

regulates, finances and delivers quality cancer care

for cancer survivors living in the United States. We

are an authentic voice for people with cancer and

their families. NCCS’s staff and leadership have

experienced this disease firsthand, and we are

passionate in our legislative advocacy on behalf of all

who have been touched by this disease.

Public Policy Priorities

As the voice of survivors and caregivers in

Washington, DC, NCCS understands that public

policy decisions at the federal level directly affect 

people with cancer and their families and the care

they receive in communities nationwide. In 2003,

much of NCCS’s public policy work focused on

ensuring that the Medicare Prescription Drug

Modernization Act (MMA) contained policies that

would strengthen the quality of cancer care for

seniors, by improving access to cutting-edge cancer

therapies, enhancing the drug approval process at

the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) and

increasing access to palliative and supportive care for

cancer patients from the moment of diagnosis. 

In 2004, NCCS will focus on:

• Successful and prompt implementation of a

provision in the MMA that will provide Medicare

coverage for oral chemotherapy drugs;

• Monitoring the impact of certain other cancer-

specific provisions in the MMA on access to quality

cancer care;

• Creation of a more coordinated review of cancer

therapies at the FDA; and

• Working with multiple stakeholders to provide

more aggressive symptom management and

supportive care services for cancer patients from the

moment of diagnosis and throughout the lifespan.

Education & Resources

Education — and the power and skill to use what you

learn — is the most important tool that a cancer

survivor can have. Our primary goal in developing

programs and resources is to inform and empower

all those dealing with a cancer diagnosis. NCCS

believes that quality cancer care begins with

empowering cancer survivors so that they can

actively participate in their own care. 

• Cancer: Keys to Survivorship

Since 1998, NCCS and The

Leukemia & Lymphoma Society

(LLS) have collaborated to offer

Cancer: Keys to Survivorship, a

free program that teaches

cancer survivors, family

members, friends, caregivers and health

professionals important skills to help live with,

through and beyond cancer. NCCS and LLS host

Cancer: Keys to Survivorship programs throughout

the year and across the country. 

In 2003, NCCS and LLS reached thousands of

individuals through programs in 28 states. In

addition, by making three of the Cancer: Keys to

Survivorship modules available as webcasts on the

Internet, NCCS reached thousands more.

Cancer: Keys to Survivorship is supported by an
educational grant from Ortho Biotech.

• Cancer Survival Toolbox®

One of our most effective

programs is the Cancer Survival

Toolbox®. Since 1998, NCCS

has distributed, free-of-charge,

more than 350,000 copies of the

Toolbox to survivors, families and caregivers. 

The Cancer Survival Toolbox is a free,

comprehensive audio program designed to help

cancer survivors and caregivers gain practical skills

to deal with the diagnosis, treatment and challenges

of cancer.

NCCS developed the Cancer Survival Toolbox in

conjunction with the Oncology Nursing Society and

the Association of Oncology Social Work. The

Toolbox covers critical skill-building topics, including

communicating with your doctor, finding

information, making decisions, solving problems,

negotiating and advocating for yourself. 

Supplemental audio programs address issues for

older persons, finding ways to pay for care and

caring for the caregiver. The Cancer Survival

Toolbox is available in English, Spanish and Chinese

text.

In 2003, NCCS and its content partners were joined

by the National Association of Social Workers to

begin updating all of the existing Toolbox modules
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and to develop a new module, “Living Beyond

Cancer,” released in Spring 2004.

The Cancer Survival Toolbox is supported by an
unrestricted educational grant from Genentech, Inc., 
and the Eli Lilly and Company Foundation.

• Essential Care

Finding good, credible resources is critical when

dealing with a cancer diagnosis. To help individuals

better understand cancer’s impact on a physical,

emotional, social, economic and spiritual level,

NCCS launched in 2003 the Essential Care online

information guide. 

Essential Care features a comprehensive discussion

of cancer treatment and care, symptom

management, clinical trials and end-of-life care. The

guide also includes links to resources on employment

and insurance issues. Additional tools include an

interactive resource guide and NCCS’s award-

winning CanSearchTM - First Steps tutorial.

• NCCS Town Hall

An NCCS Town Hall brings a community —

patients, families, health care professionals and

community leaders — together. This forum offers

cancer survivors and caregivers a place to exchange

ideas about living the best quality of life following a

diagnosis of cancer. Past NCCS Town Hall

organizers describe the extraordinary dynamics that

occur when survivors and people who care for them

are invited to share their experiences.

In spring 2003, NCCS hosted a town hall in

conjunction with the Ireland Cancer Center at

University Hospitals of Cleveland/Case Western

Reserve University and Hospice of the Western

Reserve in Cleveland, Ohio.  Titled Living & Dying

Well With Cancer: A Community Conversation, this

event explored how one community sought to

improve palliative care and address end-of-life issues.

Participants in the Town Hall included National

Cancer Institute Director Dr. Andrew von

Eschenbach and author of Dying Well, Dr. Ira Byock.

The Cleveland Town Hall was made possible by an
unrestricted educational grant from The Robert Wood
Johnson Foundation.
